(40-1/2" square)

Materials You Will Need:

1/3 yard of a green dot

1/2 yard of a solid white

3/8 yard of a blue check

3/8 yard of a yellow dot

1-1/8 yards of an animal print

1/2 yard of a green stars, for binding

1-1/4 yards of a patchwork print, for backing
45" square of batting

Cutting Directions:

From the green dot, cut: From the animal print, cut:

(2) 4-1/2"x 20-1/2" strips (4) 8-1/2"x 24-1/2" strips
From the solid white, cut: From the green stars, cut:

(3) 4-1/2"x 20-1/2" strips (5) 2-1/2"x 40" strips

From the blue check, cut:
(4) 2-1/2"x 20-1/2" strips

From the yellow dot, cut:
(4) 8-1/2" squares
(4) 2-1/2" squares



Sewin g Directions: (Seam allowance is 1/4” unless stated otherwise)

Making the Quilt Top

1.Sew the (2) green dot strips and (3) solid white strips together
lengthwise, alternating fabrics.

Making the quilt center

2. Sew two light blue check strips to the sides of the quilt center, pressing seams toward the border.

3. Sew the 2-1/2"yellow dot squares to both ends of the remaining two light blue strips, pressing seams
toward border fabric.

Making the pieced border strips

4. Sew the pieced border strips from step 3 to
the top and bottom of the quilt center.

5. Referring to the Quilt layout, sew two animal
print strips to the sides of the quilt center, pressing
seams toward the outer border.

6. Sew the 8-1/2"yellow dot squares to both ends
of the remaining two animal print strips, pressing
seams toward the border fabric.

7. Sew the pieced border strips from step 6 to the
top and bottom of the quilt center.

Finishing

Layer quilt top with the backing and batting and
quilt as desired. Use the 2-1/2" green star strips
for binding.
