Fabric Stash Blocks

TINY BIRDS -12”

A - Cut (12) 2-7/8” squares, then cut in half
      once diagonally to make (24) triangles.

A - Cut (2) 2-7/8” squares, then cut in half
      once diagonally to make (4) triangles.

A - Cut (4) 2-7/8” squares, then cut in half
      once diagonally to make (8) triangles.

B - Cut (1) 6-7/8” square, then cut in half
      once diagonally to make (2) triangles.

B - Cut (1) 6-7/8” square, then cut in half
      once diagonally to make (2) triangles.
