Finished size: 3”

ASSEMBLING THE BLOCK:
Refer to block picture above.
1. Using the templates given and your favorite

paper piece instructions, paper piece the top
and bottom sections of the egg.

2. Sew the top egg section to the bottom egg
section to make a 3-1/2" unfinished Crazy Easter
Egg block.
