* Artist may enter up to two pieces of their original design completed within the past two years.

* Each quilt must have a four-inch (10 cm) finished; double casing (sleeve) sewn in full width of top edge of the quilt.

* Lincoln Center reserves the right to accept or reject submitted quilts.

SHIPPING

* Place cach quilt in a separate cloth or bag marked with your name, address, phone number and quilt title.

* Each quilt must be clearly labeled on the back, with name of the quilt, name of the quilt-maker/s, address and phone number.

* Place the cloth bag within a plastic bag for additional protection.
