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PLEASE NOTE: This fabric stash block first appeared in the Aug/Sept 2008 issue of QUILT Magazine.
Many fabrics have a shelf life of about 6 months to 1 year.These exact fabrics may not still be avail-
able for purchase.Take heart! Your favorite quilt shop can help you select suitable substitutes in 
colors and patterns that will work just as well to make this block.

Fabric Stash Blocks

A - Cut (2) 2-1/2” squares each

B - Cut (1) 2-1/2” x 4-1/2” piece

C - Cut (1) Template A triangle

E - Cut (1) of Template C 

F - Cut (1) 1-1/2” x 4-1/2” piece

G - Cut (2) 1-1/2” x 6-1/2” pieces

H - Cut (2) 1-1/2” x 5-1/2” pieces

I - Cut (2) 1-1/2” x 8-1/2” pieces

J - Cut (1) 2-1/2” x 5-1/2” piece

K - Cut (2) 2-1/2” x 5-1/2” pieces

L - Cut (1) 2-1/2” x 6-1/2” piece

Use black embroidery floss
and a backstitch to stitch
the panes in the windows,
is desired.

D - Cut (1) Template B triangle
D - Cut (1) Template B reverse triangle
