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20” x 20” PILLOW #1

MATERIALS YOU WILL NEED:

· ¼ yards purple.

· 1/3 yard green.

· 1/3 yard purple leaf.

· (2) 20 ½” x 14 ¾” rectangles for backing.
· (1) 20” x 20” pillow form.
CUTTING DIRECTIONS:
1. From the purple, cut 

a. (2) 6 7/8” squares. Subcut each square in half diagonally for a total of 4 triangles. 

2. From the green, cut

a. (2) 4 ½” strips. Subcut into (4) 4 ½” x 12 ½” rectangles.

3. From the purple leaf, cut:

a. (1) 9” square.
b. (4) 4 ½” squares.

MAKING THE BLOCK

1. Sew 2 purple triangles to opposite sides of the 9” purple leaf square.

2. Sew the remaining 2 purple triangles to the remaining opposite sides of the 9” purple leaf square.   If necessary, trim the block to measure 12 ½” square.

3. Sew (2) 4 ½” purple leaf squares to opposite ends of a 4 ½” x 12 ½” green rectangle. Repeat to make a total of 2. 

4. Sew (2) 4 ½” x 12 ½” green rectangles to opposite sides of the square in a square block.

5. Following the diagram, sew the block.
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6. Press under ½” on one long side of a 20½” x 14¾” rectangle. Sew ¼” away from the edge. Repeat with the other 20½” x 14¾” rectangle.

7. Lay pieced front, right side up.

8. Lay backing pieces on top of pieced front, right sides together. The backing pieces will overlap.

9. Sew pieced front and backing pieces, around all edges.

10. Turn right side out.
20” x 20” PILLOW #2
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MATERIALS YOU WILL NEED:

· ¼ yard purple.

· 1/3 yard green floral.

· 1/3 yard purple leaf.

· (2) 20 ½” x 14 ¾” rectangles for backing.
· (1) 20” x 20” pillow form.
CUTTING DIRECTIONS:
1. From the purple, cut 

a.  (1) 5 7/8” strip.  Subcut into (4) 5 7/8” squares. Subcut each square in half diagonally for a total of 8 triangles. 

2. From the green floral, cut 

a. (1) 10½” square.
b. (4) 5½” squares.

3. From the purple leaf, cut:

a. (1) 11¼” square. Subcut into 4 triangles by cutting on the diagonal, corner to corner.

MAKING THE BLOCK

1. Sew a purple triangle to one of the short sides of a purple leaf triangle.

2. Press seam open.  

3. Sew another purple triangle to the opposite short side of the purple leaf triangle.

4. Press seam open.  If necessary, trim to make a 10 ½” x 5 ½” rectangle. Repeat to make a total of 4 rectangles.

5. Follow the diagram and lay out the block.

6. Sew (2) 5½” green floral squares to opposite ends of a 10½” x 5½” rectangle. Repeat to make a total of 2. 

7. Sew (2) 10½” x 5½” rectangles to opposite sides of the 10 ½” purple floral square.

8. Finish sewing the block together.
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9. Press under ½” on one long side of a 20½” x 14¾” rectangle. Sew ¼” away from the edge. Repeat with the other 20½” x 14¾” rectangle.

10. Lay pieced front, right side up.

11. Lay backing pieces on top of pieced front, right sides together. The backing pieces will overlap.

12. Sew pieced front and backing pieces, around all edges.

13. Turn right side out.
18” x 8” PILLOW #3
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MATERIALS YOU WILL NEED:

· 1/3 yard purple.

· 1/3 yard purple floral.

· 1/3 yard green.

· 1/3 yard purple leaf. 
· (2) 18½” x 11 ¾” rectangles for backing.
· (1) 18” x 18” pillow form.
CUTTING DIRECTIONS:
1. From the purple, cut 

a. (1) 10¼” square. Subcut into 4 triangles by cutting on the diagonal, corner to corner.
2. From the purple floral, cut

b. (1) 9½” square.
3. From the green, cut 

c. (1) 10¼” square. Subcut into 4 triangles by cutting on the diagonal, corner to corner.
4. From the purple leaf, cut:

d. (1) 10¼” square. Subcut into 4 triangles by cutting on the diagonal, corner to corner.
MAKING THE BLOCK

1. Sew 2 purple triangles to opposite side of the 9½” purple floral square.

2. Sew the 2 remaining purple triangles to the remaining sides of the 9½” purple floral square.
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To make the corner unit of the block, sew a purple floral triangle to the right side of a green triangle. Repeat to make 4 corner units.

4. Follow the diagram and lay out the block.

5. Sew (2) corner units to opposite ends of the pieced square.  

6. Sew the remaining 2 corner units to the remaining ends of the pieced square.
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7. Press under ½” on one long side of a 18½” x 11 ¾” backing rectangle.

8. Sew ¼” away from the edge. Repeat with the other 18½” x 11 ¾” backing rectangle. 
9. Lay pieced front, right side up.

10. Lay backing pieces on top of pieced front, right sides together. The backing pieces will overlap.

11. Sew pieced front and backing pieces, around all edges.

12. Turn right side out.
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
